 This is an excellent example of Pinotage with good structure and developed tannins where soft wood flavours are complimented by berry fruits.  
 

  95. Châteauneuf du Pape Domaine Grand Tinel, Rhône Valley, France £8.70 £11.50 £34.00 
 Aromas of liquorice, red fruit, blackcurrants and rich spices with good weight and supple tannins.  
 

  96. Gigondas Domaine St Damien, Rhône Valley, France    £34.00 
 A powerful wine showing chocolate and prunes, quite juicy with good structure, tannins with a long, consistent finish.  
 

  97. Barolo DOCG ‘Patres’ San Silvestro, Piemonte, Italy    £37.00 
 Smooth with sweet fruit and balanced tannins.  An approachable style of Barolo.  
 

  98. Château Beau Site Cru Bourgeois Supérieur, AC St Estèphe, France   £44.00 
 Blackcurrant fruit on the nose with balanced oak and good structure; a supple style with great freshness of flavour. 
 

  99. Château Musar, Lebanon     £42.00 
 Concentrated and rich with plums, liquorice and spice.  
 

100. Amarone della Valpolicella DOC Classico, Tedeschi, Veneto, Italy    £51.70 
 From 30 year old vines, this wine has a full bouquet showing vanilla and sweet fruits with a velvety mouth feel and rich, raisin fruit.  
 

101. Château de Valois AC Pomerol, France    £48.00 
 Richly textured style with ripe plummy fruit and smooth, fine tannins.   
 

102. Brunello di Montalcino DOCG Carpineto, Italy    £49.00 
 Dry, warm and well textured with a lingering bouquet reminiscent of liquorice, raspberries and vanilla through to a firm finish.  
 

103. Côte Rôtie ‘Blonde du Seigneur’ Domaine Georges Vernay, Rhône Valley, France    £56.00 
 Produced from 90% Syrah and 10% Viognier, this is a wine made in the Côte Blonde style of Côte Rôtie; structured, fine and very elegant.
